Unit:  Geographic Setting of North America
Assignment:  Constructing Canada 
Purpose: Over the past several weeks we have reviewed some basic geography skills and been introduced to Canada as a geographic entity.  This assignment will bring together all of the skills and knowledge and require you to demonstrate your knowledge to construct a class map of Canada.
Format :  Students can work in groups or individually to construct a map of their specific province or territory of Canada.  Students will be required to research and collect information on their province from a variety of sources including their textbook, the internet and an atlas. 
Expectations: You will create a poster in the shape of the province or region you have been given to work on. The collage may include images, charts, graphs and notes to illustrate the following information:
· Physiographic region – outline and identify the region(s) 
· Size and population - 
· Landscape and vegetation - eg. grassland, mountains, lakes, oceans, crops grown there, ect.

· Economy - What pays the bills in the area!!  Mining? Lumber? Fishing? Commerce? Shipping? Ect. (there are most likely several for each area or region) 
· Places - Identify at least the two largest cities in the area and create a stat sheet for each. Include information on a) population, b) climate and precipitation on a climate graph, c) other interesting elements. These will be written in a bubble on the collage.
· Highlight rural areas of importance if this is also applicable.

· People - Demonstrate the cultural makeup of the location. Are the immigrants from a certain location? Is there still a steady flow of immigration into the area? Ect. 
· Interest/Scenery - What would attract someone to this area? Your collage should also act as a travel brochure to attract people to the area. 
Assessment: You will be marked according to the rubric on the back of this sheet as well as a quiz based on the information from our class map of Canada.
