Task
You create a presentation exploring the growth of Totalitarianism in the 1920s and comparing totalitarian regimes.  Your presentation should educate the viewer about how totalitarian leaders gained and maintained control over their countries.  Your presentation should answer the two big questions:

1.  How did totalitarian leaders use the conditions of the early 1900s to rise to power?
2. What methods did totalitarian leaders use to maintain their power and control over their countries?
Focus

Highlight the features of control a totalitarian leader uses and give specific examples on how they were used by leaders in Europe in the 1920s. Do not just focus on one leader but draw in multiple examples from various countries.  Make sure there is a clear focus on the conditions in Europe in the 1920s as well as the things leaders did to exploit those conditions for their own benefit.  
Your presentation should be visual using a wide variety of primary and secondary sources.  You presentation should at a minimum discuss the following:

· Cult of personality
· Indoctrination and mobilization of supporters

· Use of propaganda and control of the media

· Fear/terror and violence as a tool

· Removal of all opposition 

· Aggressive militarism and the glorification of War

· The promotion of Radical beliefs

· Failure of democracy that lead to support

You should use at least two examples for each point you highlight in your presentation.  For example, do not just focus on Hitler and Nazi Germany.

Format

You will present your research in a visual presentation using descriptions, illustrations, images and charts to compare and contrast each country in an informative and visually appealing way.  A clear focus on using graphic information should be made.   
You must reference all of your information using “in text footnotes” using MLA style. Focus on finding good sources and not on copy and pasting text.
