‘What the Heck was my Family doing in 1939-1945’

Everybody has a story and everyone has a story related to the biggest war the world has ever witnessed.  Canada made considerable gains in its autonomy during and after this war.  It’s because of these gains that we study WW II in Social Studies 11 but what is your connection to this time?  Do you know where your family was during the war and what role they might have played?   Use the following as a guide to setting up your study of this time.

You will need to talk to your parents, your uncles, aunts, grandparents and perhaps siblings.  If you are having issues with your family and there is nobody at all to talk to please see your teacher.

Find answers to the following questions about your family.  We are speaking of your grandparents and perhaps great-grandparents.  You have lots of options here too, between your mother’s parents (and grandparents) and your father’s.

All your collected info will be presented orally.  You may, if you wish present to the class to share your interests, or if you wish you may share directly to your teacher – but, your story must be told out loud.  

1. Where – find out where were your ancestors during the period 1939-1945? Tell us some info about those places in connection to the war years

2.  Who – which relatives are we talking about here – your connection to them and their names.

3.  What – tell us about their story.  What were they doing during the war years.
4.  Why – try to find out why they might have done what they did – in terms of their jobs, their decisions, their places, etc.

5.  When – in connection to the obvious war years of 1939-1945 – where they for which time periods, did they shuffle about and how long did they stay in a particular spot.
